Thoughts on “The Fourth Day First” 

Recently I came across an article entitled “The Fourth Day First”.  It comes out of 

the National Cursillo movement and focuses on the messages of the rollos given 

on Sunday of an A4D weekend.  Think back to when you were a candidate.  By 

the time Sunday came, weren’t you stretched to your limit?  The emotional roller 

coaster that is an A4D weekend, the palanca, the agape dinner, the talks, the table 

discussions, the laughter and the tears leave most of us on sensory overload by 

Sunday.  Unfortunately that means that many do not fully comprehend the mes-

sages of the Environments, Christian Life in Grace, Christian Community in Ac-

tion, Group Reunion and Ultreya talks.  And therein lies the rub.  Why?  Because 

A4D is all about the Sunday messages.  Without the 4th Day, Cursillo is just an-

other retreat.  And Sunday is all about explaining what the 4th Day is. 

The rollos given on the first two days are intended to prepare the way for the 

Fourth Day message given on your “third” day (Sunday).  The Friday talks are 

meant to move us to accept God’s grace.  Those on Saturday give 

us the pattern of how to live into that grace (piety, study and ac-

tion).  Those 10 talks are meant to prepare us to really hear the 

word — and that word comes in the 5 talks of Sunday which tells 

us how to share the grace of God with others.  It compels us to a 

purpose driven life. 

Cursillo is not just a retreat.  It’s meant to be an advance.  We 

aren’t invited to an A4D weekend for a good time (though we 

all know we have one).  We’re invited because someone sees in 

us the potential to become a leader for Christ.  That’s our pur-

pose on this earth — solely.  We live that we can worship Jesus 

and share Him with others so they, too, can be brought into His 

saving embrace. 

“The Fourth Day First” is presently being written for the Anglican 4th Day and 

will become part of the information packets that are given to all pilgrims in their 

Sunday palanca bags.

A4D Weekend “Final Clean-up” 

It takes a lot of people and a lot of effort to get the A4D weekends to run smooth-

ly and efficiently.  From a logistical standpoint, the initial preparation and final 

clean-up are the most critical steps.  Neatness counts as we learned in grade 

school.  When getting ready for opening, the materials needed for the various 

stages of the weekend should be taken to the areas where they will be used, 

(Palanca Chapel, Rollo Room, Servant Team Area), before the pilgrims arrival.  

As the weekend progresses, materials that are no longer needed should be re-

turned to the bins where they were found and the bins returned to 

the storage closet.  Keeping things where they were found, or if 

they were misplaced to begin with, grouping them with materials 

used in the same activity will make life easier for the next team.  

Things get really hectic after Closura.  We all want to get home to 

rest and relax.  It is here that we need to spend some extra time to 

put away all remaining materials and maintain organizational in-

tegrity.  Before leaving, team members need to check to be sure all material is put 

away properly.  It’s only a little extra effort that’s needed before we make that 

hasty retreat, and it will make a big difference in helping things continue to run 

smoothly in the future.

As I was searching around on the internet for some ideas about something to write 

about concerning the Anglican Fourth Day, I came across an article about the first Cur-

sillo weekend which commenced January 7, 1949 on the isle of Mallorca off of Spain.  

The article says “the Sanctuary of San Honorato was chosen [as the place to hold the 

first Cursillo] - it was situated in the Luliano hills, in a little town called Randa, 30 kil-

ometers away from Palma de Mallorca.  It was in the care of the Missionaries of the 

Sacred Hearts.  Ideal because of its isolation, it nevertheless presented a few draw-

backs.  To begin with, there was no electricity and the possibilities for supplies were 

scarce.  Yet it was the perfect setting.” 

The first Spiritual Director Father Juan Capo would comment at a later date, “The first Cursillo was an ac-

complishment of personal longings and yearnings.  It was made possible by the pastoral and apostolic cli-

mate of that time.  In order to go to the real beginnings of Cursillo, one would have to go back to its roots, 

the currents that made this movement possible, and describe in detail the goals and desires from the mo-

ment of its birth—that gave Cursillo its own being.  The truth is that none of this was born overnight, as if 

by a miracle.  It was not the light of a new star that surprised the night, by being put into the firmament by 

the finger of God.  It was not the work of one man alone, but that of a group, that shared the same climate 

of convergent as well as common objectives.”  (Juan Capo, “Short Stories of the History of Cursillo in 

Christianity,” published by the National Secretariat of Spain, collection Pablo Apostle, Page 13) 

The first leaders had a vision and a passion to change their environments for Christ, “It was not the work of 

one man alone, but that of a group, that shared the same climate of convergent as well as 

common objectives.”  So it is with us.  All of us must pull together and be of one heart 

and one mind to build this A4D movement.  Over the past many years we have neglect-

ed, by and large, to re-populate the Cursillo community with younger pilgrims to create 

younger leaders.  We are woefully short of both clergy and lay cursillistas that have 

climbed up through the ranks and served on teams and are now ready to lead teams.  

Staffing teams is a difficult task these days but we must rise to the task and do it.  Won’t you pray about 

your place in making A4D a ministry of revival in our diocese and our new Province.
