February 23rd will find the Anglican 4th Day beginning its 

first menôs retreat weekend in our new home at the Kearns 

Spirituality Center on the campus of LaRoche College in 

Allison Park.  The Secretariat is excited to hold our week-

ends at Kearns for the convenience it offers to Pilgrims 

and team alike.  Since only bedrooms are located on the 2nd floor, it will save a lot 

of wear and tear on the feet, knees, and legs of the Servant Team and allow the Pal-

anca Team easier access to the rollo room while remaining on one level. 

There is a large conference room which the center has of-

fered for use for the agape dinner.  It will be perfect.  Itôs 

just a short walk down the hall from the rollo room and 

will provide a huge space for the agape team to be creative 

in their decorating and a change of venue from the dining 

room where all other meals will be served.  The agape dinner will have even more 

of a banquet feel. 

Pittsburgh has one of the lowest fees in the country for their Anglican 4th Day 

weekend retreat and in order to help us keep the cost as low as possible, we are ask-

ing the general community to send food palanca to the weekend.  If you will look at 

the website www.anglican4thday.com and click on Pittsburgh under the ñDioceseò 

tab, you will easily find the team and pilgrim roster.  Please note who may be serv-

ing on team from your parish and ask that person to deliver any food pal-

anca you may want to donate.  Or you can bring it when you deliver your 

pilgrim to the center on Thursday evening. 

Unlike the Bishop Connare Center, Kearns does not restrict what items 

we can bring in for the weekend.  Canned soda, bottled 

water, bottles of juice, packets of coffee, teabags, or 

whatever snack foods you might choose to send will all 

help keep our cost to a minimum.  We can also bring 

homemade baked goods as food palanca. 

The menôs weekend will be a test run of the facility, so when the womenôs #100 

takes place in March, we may find that our needs are even more specific.  Please 

think about what you can send.  I recall weekend #20 when I was a candidate that  
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the snack table was overflowing and it seemed that at every meal the rector an-

nounced that something at the meal was sent as food palanca from different 

churches, individuals or one of the teams.  It was overwhelming.  I hope our new 

pilgrims will be able to say the same after theyôve experienced the generosity of 

the Anglican 4th Day community, not only in written notes that encourage their  

spirit, but in the very food that will sustain them throughout the weekend. 

In recent years too many of us have begun to think that the team will take care of 

everything for these weekends from providing all the pilgrims to making sure 

every need is met on the weekend; but there are so many ways the outside com-

munity can participate as well.  You donôt have to be serving on the weekend 

team to contribute.  Have you been praying for team #99?  Who have you invited 

to be a pilgrim on this weekend?  Have you contacted your parish coordinator or 

Von Wilkinson to take a time slot on the prayer vigil?  Have you let Secretariat 

know you are interested in serving on team?  The ways you can help are innumer-

able and now weôre adding one more.  As I mentioned before I was overwhelmed 

by how much food was sent to weekend #20.  Part of that was due to the thought 

that the outside community was so involved in the weekend even when they were 

not physically present.  Their support and encouragement was palpable.  Itôs my 

hope that our new pilgrims will feel that same love and involvement of the com-

munityðespecially those who are not serving on team.

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The Role of the Sponsor 

The role of the sponsor is fundamentally important to the experience of the can-

didate/pilgrim and carries over into the forever after 4th day life of that person.  

Listed below are several of the key responsibilities and obligations of a sponsor; 

these are gleaned from a document titled The Provincial Anglican Fourth Day 

Handbook available at anglican4thday.com.  They are: 

§ Sponsoring a candidate/pilgrim is open to all persons who have attended a   

3-day weekend. 

§ Partner with a candidate/pilgrim to help them with the application process 

ensuring an accurate and timely submission. 

§ Assist with eliminating possible obstacles to a successful weekend (child care, pets, and/or family 

needs).  Provide transportation to the weekend program and address any lingering concerns. 

§ The weekend financial obligation should not be an impediment to attending a weekend.  The A4D com-

munity has sponsorship funds available to help those with financial needs. 

§ Send appropriate palanca to the candidate/pilgrim. 

§ Pray and possibly fast during the weekend. 

§ Attend the closing to encourage the candidate/pilgrim with your presence.  Take them home afterwards 

and listen to them.  Consider stopping for a snack or dinner on the way home by joining others who were 

present at the closing. 

§ Attend the ñpost weekend gatheringò ð called an óUltreyaô ð with the candidate/pilgrim.ô 

§ Assist the candidate/pilgrim to join a reunion group with whom they can meet. 

§ Attend regional óUltreyasô with candidate/pilgrim as your guest. 

The commitment to being a sponsor is a long-term matter that is characterized by prayer and seemingly ends 

only when the candidate/pilgrim is a fully committed Christian actively seeking to transform the environ-

ments they sojourn into on behalf of Christ.  It is very important that we keep in mind that we are all part of 

a support group.

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From the Desk of the A4D Spiritual Director  

I am writing to you as a priest whose ministry has been greatly enhanced through the 

work of the Anglican 4th Day (Cursillo).  I attended a Cursillo weekend as a layman in 

1987 and I learned for the first time about Christian leadership in the Body of Christ, 

and my place in it.  As a priest, I have served on many Cursillo teams, mainly because 

I know every parish needs men and women who take their place as lay leaders of the 

parish.  May their tribe increase! 

Every clergy person, I am sure, would like strong Christians coming alongside them in 

leadership and joining to help build up their parish.  Therefore, let me encourage the 

clergy out there to attend either the upcoming Menôs A4D weekend or the upcoming 

Womenôs A4D weekend so that you may personally see and know how the A4D meth-

od works, may serve on a future A4D team and may lead the men and women of your parish through your 

personal example.
