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The Rainbow Rooster…. 
Where Did Pittsburgh Episcopal Cursillo Go? 

Are you one of the curious ones wondering what happened to the Pitts-

burgh Episcopal Cursillo?  There’s a simple answer to that question 

……..nothing!  We’ve only changed the name.  The Secretariat realizes 

it will take some time for cursillistas to get used to the new Pittsburgh Angli-

can 4th Day after so many years.  However, we’re in a time of refreshment in 

this movement.  This new name allows us to better distinguish ourselves from 

the other Pittsburgh diocese; and even though the name may have changed, we 

still hold fast to the original Cursillo method in the retreat weekends and into 

the 4th Day—perhaps even more so.  The Anglican 4th Day was the name of 

choice because it aligns with the name of the national  group and it best de-

notes the ultimate purpose of the movement. 

I’ve stepped in the Lay Leader’s position with two crucial points making up an 

agenda.  First and foremost is to get younger people involved in the move-

ment.  The Secretariat will be conducting a strategic planning workshop on 

September 18th to formulate ideas and design a course of action in setting and 

achieving goals for the next three years.  We’ve invited a number of clergy 

who have experience in youth ministry to join us and help devise a plan to in-

troduce Anglican 4th Day to younger men and women.   We welcome any ide-

as and we especially welcome you to invite your sons and daughters who may 

be former Happeners, your college students, your 20 or 30-somethings to at-

tend one of the retreat weekends. 

The second goal we hope to reach over the next year(s) is to see the Pittsburgh 

Anglican 4th Day become a missionary movement.  For this to happen we will 

need a group of folks who are willing to sacrifice their time, money and possi-

bly vacation time in order to bring A4D to those dioceses that don’t yet have it.  

It is our objective to follow Bishop Duncan’s lead of evangelization by becom-

ing a missionary A4D and take this movement where it is needed.  Anyone in-

terested in becoming part of this team may contact Mary Lou Herbst, Servant 

Community Coordinator (mlherbst@zoominternet.net), Sue Janiszewski, Sec-

retary (suej@pitt.edu) or myself (happeningmom@gmail.com).

 A place to form a Christian Community among the leaders of the movement. 

 A place for leadership development both spiritually and in the methodology of the movement.  A place 

to do the work of the Cursillo Movement. 

It has been said that the Secretariat is the “brains” of the Diocesan Cursillo Movement.  The Servant Com-

munity is its “heart.”.  It functions in four important ways: 

 It is a growing community in Christ that is a witness to the larger community of what a Christian Com-

munity in Action can be. 

 It is a school to deepen the knowledge and commitment of already mature Cursillo Leaders in their Life 

in Grace and the Cursillo Method as these are related to (a) The Diocesan Pastoral Plan worked out be-

tween the Bishop and the Secretariat and (b) The needs of our Cursillo Community. 

 It is a source of ideas to the Secretariat about what will carry out the will of the Holy Spirit within our 

diocesan Cursillo Community. 

 It is a group of servant leaders who, under the direction of the Secretariat, carry out the tasks of the dioc-

esan Cursillo Community within the diocese in order to build up the Body of Christ. 

It is a place where new leaders can be developed for those of us who feel called to make the Cursillo Move-

ment our apostolic action.  It is a place to expand our involvement in Cursillo beyond our group reunion and 

Ultreyas.  The servant community requires commitment to work with the Secretariat to grow the cursillo 

community.
