In years past I have sent hand-made afghans to a number of 

folks as palanca.  I did that for rector(a)s of teams on which 

I served, or for people Iôve mentored as rectors.  By doing 

these afghans, I looked at them literally as ñprayer chainsò.  

As I picked them up each day to work on them, they were a 

reminder to me to be in prayer for those particular folks dur-

ing the preparatory phase of an Anglican 4th Day (Cursillo) 

weekend.  I donôt really enjoy crocheting, so those afghans 

were also a kind of ñpenanceò for me as well.  A bit over the 

top? 

One former Lay Leader strongly suggested that the community move away from 

ñgiftsò and focus more on the spiritual giving as palanca.  He wasnôt wrong.  If we 

are going to be focusing our efforts on making sure the Fourth Day is first, rather 

than promoting the weekend itself, then we should also rethink what we are send-

ing to our pilgrims.  Is our palanca really encouraging them?  Is it drawing them 

closer to the Lord?  Is it showing them our heartfelt desire that they come into a 

deeper relationship with Jesus?  Are we in constant prayer for them?  Are we fast-

ing as part of our commitment to them?  Or are our energies spotlighting the won-

derful presents weôve found for them?  Iôm not suggesting that we cease sending 

our pilgrims a devotional that might have been particularly meaningful to us, or a 

book that opened our eyes to biblical truths.  These things can help them in their 

4th Day. 

However, in the twenty-five years Iôve been involved in Cursillo/A4D Iôve re-

ceived buckets full of palanca and I can honestly say that I loved the Starbucks gift 

cards and the Lladro angel, but truly the most meaningful piece of palanca Iôve 

ever received was from a woman who is now my 4th Day sister.  It was a simple 

note telling me that sheôd been praying and fasting for me for a 

number of weeks.  But then she added an apology that there 

was no gift with the note.  Really?  Would the gift have 

touched my heart as deeply?  Or encouraged me to do the same 

for others?  Or let me know that she truly cared about my eter-

nal life?  If so, I canôt imagine what that gift would have been.

Itôs almost here!  Thatôs rightðthe Co-Ed #98 Weekend is right around the corneré...September 29ð

October 2, 2011é.and what a weekend it will be!  Praise God!  Our Rectora will be Jane Flaherty.   

We all know how important the A4D Weekends are, so I have one question: 

Who will you sponsor? 
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The Fourth Day First  
The Anglican Fourth Day (A4D)/Cursillo Movement  

 

The Fourth Day, the time after the three-day weekend, is shorthand for Ac-

tive Christian Witness.  It is the engagement of Christiansðindividually 

and in small groupsðto bring the Good News of Jesus Christ to others. 

Remember the A4D/Cursillo slogan, ñMake a friend; Be a friend; Bring a 

friend to Christ!ò  Apart from the Fourth Day, the A4D/Cursillo is just an 

isolated experienceðnot a Movement.  It is not a retreat weekend, but it is 

training on how to be the leader that God is calling in His church.  This Method is based on links with other 

committed Christians, links through Group Reunion, Ultreya and the Servant Community. 

 

Group Reunion is where committed individuals gather on a regular basis with three or four others to review 

their spiritual progress (Piety, Study and Action).  The groups then get together with other groups in Ul-

treyas to share ideas and apostolic successes and failures.  Individuals active in the Servant Community are 

physically and financially supporting A4D/Cursillo Weekends and other activities with their three Tôsð

Time, Talent and Treasure.  Remember that the work of ministry is accomplished after the meetings have 

ended. 

 

This Method, though simple, is intended to support actionðapostolic witnessðto change environments by 

reaching the leaders of these environments.  The emphasis is on identifying the environments to be reached 

and on identifying leaders who can influence and change these environments.  These leaders are then 

trained to be witnesses in these environments, first via the Weekends and then by implementing their action 

through the Fourth Day. 

 

A4D/Cursillo is no longer seen as a renewal movement, or as an evangelistic tool, or as instruction for the 

new Christian.  It is a tool for ñequipping the saints in the work of ministryò, and for taking active Christian 

men and women that desire to serve the Lord in a more intentional and effective way and then showing 

them how.  These are people who have the qualities of maturity, curiosity and commitment that will help 

them become witnesses.  Pre-A4D/Cursillo, especially candidate selection, is very important. 

 

The Fourth Day is the priority of A4D/Cursillo, because it was a priority for the 

Lord, ñGo...Make Disciples...Baptize...Teachò (Matthew 28:19-20).  As a move-

ment, we need to keep our eyes on our real purposeðto bring the Good News of 

Jesus Christ to others.  ñMake a friend; Be a friend; Bring a friend to Christ!ò 

 

The Fourth Day is the unifying concept and force for the A4D/Cursillo Movement.
